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In the last issue of the newsletter, we acknowledged     

Emergency Response Plumbing for all the help they had 

given Love INC clients during the past several months.  

This is another one of those stories. 

A Love INC church volunteer, Cindy Seaford, from 

Central Church of God, contacted Love INC about the 

severity of a plumbing problem involving a Montagnard 

family. The family had called the Charlotte Water Depart-

ment and they came out, but since the break was more 

than three feet from the street, they informed the family 

that they were personally responsible for having it       

repaired.  Such repairs generally are $2,000 or more. 

Another Plumb Miracle  Story It is a large family where the father earns a meager 

living and the mother is a homemaker who was expecting 

their ninth child at that time. Only the two older daughters 

speak English very well.  There was no way possible for 

the family to pay that kind of money for the repair.  With 

the line broken and water running constantly, the bill was 

quickly becoming astronomical.  However, Cindy seemed 

sure something could be done about the bill, if they could 

just get the running water stopped and the waterline break 

fixed. 

Love INC contacted Emergency Response (ER) 

Plumbing and explained the special circumstances and 

David Parker made the decision to send someone right 

away even though they really didn't have a technician free 

to do so.  We were expecting to get a call back with a cost 

estimate the next day of at least $2,000, but instead we 

received an email from Cindy saying that the waterline 

was fixed!  We called ER Plumbing but never got the full 

scoop on it, only that 

it had been fixed for 

less than $500.  We 

are all praising God 

for this miracle and 

are extremely grate-

ful to David Parker 

and his crew and to 

Cindy for acting so 

efficiently and com-

passionately to help 

this needy family.
