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About three years ago, our local Love INC office, 

along with the National Love INC, hosted a special Youth 

Forum to try to determine what the Christian youth in our 

area thought about poverty. We also asked what they 

would do to alleviate poverty. What really surprised us 

was that almost all of the students who attended assumed 

that to be poor meant that a person was homeless.  

Charlotte, for many years, has been quite an affluent 

city. Consequently, many of our Christian youth may 

have grown up without a good concept of what poverty 

actually is and what it is not, short of actual homeless-

ness.  

We believe that if we want to permanently change 

misconceptions about poverty in our Christian high 

school youth, we need to let them really experience what 

it is to be poor and to have no choices. To that end, we 

will begin presenting a Christian Poverty Simulation 

called Plunge2Poverty, beginning in late January, 2010.  

The first simulation will be a short one, aimed at 

training facilitators for the longer simulations which will 

last approximately 36 hours. We are hoping that youth 

pastors and potential facilitators will join us in this first 

simulation so that they can see first-hand some of the 

things the senior high youth will experience during the 

Plunge2Poverty simulations.

In the 70ôs, Sherry and David were well-known co-

medians on the Christian comedy circuit. Their skits 

about Doris & Henry were hilarious. They made us take a 

good look at ourselves as Christians and the sometimes 

hypocritical and non-Christian attitudes we held so dear. 

Even after they stopped performing, their skits were still 

being produced by churches all over. 

But time has not been kind to Sherry. She has been 

quite ill for a long time and is completely bedridden. 

David is her sole caregiver, even though he has been ill 

himself and had to have surgery this past fall. 

When they were referred to Love INC, they needed 

help pretty badly. Sherry needed a wheelchair ramp, so 

that David could help her in and out of their small home. 

Later, it became clear that they would both benefit 

from having a Love INC Adopt an Elder LINC Team to 

provide much needed assistance.  

Love INC recruited Pritchard Memorial Baptist 

Church and they put together a Team to serve this sweet 

couple. That team has really stepped up to the plate. In a 

single month, the team provided a record 68 individual 

services to Sherry & David. 

Additionally, the team advocated for Sherry to have 

an in-home aide. When David had knee surgery and could 

not care for Sherry, the team leader took vacation days to 

be able to help care for her during the day.  

After that, the team recruited more people from their 

church to do some major home repairs for the couple. 

They replaced the roof, the siding, the facia and the fenc-

ing. They also painted the house. You can see some be-

fore and after photos on the right. 

So far, the volunteers from this church have donated 

over 700 hours in serving Sherry & David and they fully 

intend to continue their service. We give thanks to God 

for volunteers and churches with such hearts for service to 

those less fortunate.
